Through higher admission numbers, the 

Nirbhya Kanya Abhiyan, participation in the Earn and Learn program, celebrating International 

Women's Day, safety measures for women, and active participation in the NSS program, our 

college strives to create a nurturing and inclusive environment where girls can thrive and achieve 

their full potential. Percentage of the girls admission to college has increased in the last five years 

due to the above initiatives taken by the college for girls’ empowerment.   Recognizing the 

importance of equal representation, our college actively encourages and supports the admission of 

more girls, ensuring that they have access to the same educational opportunities as their male 

counterparts. This step aims to break gender barriers and promote gender equality within the 

college community. 

Women empowerment in colleges can be fostered through the provision of various facilities that 

cater to their specific needs. Two important facilities that contribute to women's empowerment are 

common rooms for girls and vending machine facilities for sanitary pads. 

Colleges have provided dedicated common rooms exclusively for girls, providing them with a safe 

and comfortable space to relax, socialize, and engage in various activities. These common rooms 

offer several benefits as privacy and security, Common rooms provide a secure environment where 

female students can freely express themselves without the concerns of intrusion or harassment. 

Common rooms also encourage interaction among female students, fostering a sense of community 

and allowing them to build valuable connections, share experiences, and provide mutual support. 

To address the menstrual hygiene needs of female students, colleges have installed vending 

machines that dispense sanitary pads. This initiative has benefited the girls. Overall, the provision 

of common rooms for girls and vending machine facilities for sanitary pads in colleges contributes 

significantly to women's empowerment by ensuring their comfort, safety, and inclusivity. These 

initiatives promote gender equality, create supportive spaces, and empower female students to 

excel in their academic pursuits.

On the first day of January 10, 2019, Dr. Archana Naik, Gynecologist, Nandgaon, inaugurated 

the program by offering a garland in the image of Savitribai Phule and lighting a lamp.
